Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus by the will of God, To the saints in Ephesus, the
faithful in Christ Jesus. Ephesians 1:1

THE BIBLE SAYS...

APOSTLE PAUL SAID... “And God raised us up with Christ and seated us with Him in the
heavenly realms in Christ Jesus” (Ephesians 2:6). | have heard people talk about places
they have been and describe them as “heaven on earth.” | too have enjoyed the
experience of God’s handiwork in creation and being in awe of it all. Though God’s
majesty can be experienced here, we will never find “heaven on earth.” What Paul is
describing is something that cannot be seen with the eye or touched with the hand.
The heavenly realms must not be confused with anything this world has to offer, no
matter how perfect or majestic it might appear. The heavenly realms must also not be
confused with “the heavens” referring to the atmosphere or with Heaven, the eternal
dwelling place of the true believer. The heavenly realms are where all things spiritual
exist. It is where Christ is seated at God’s right hand and where God has raised His

faithful, spiritual people up to be seated with Him.

Paul speaks of the heavenly realms as being where the faithful saints are blessed with
every spiritual blessing in Christ Jesus (Ephesians 1:1-3). This sounds like a wonderful,
perfect place. But he also speaks of a dark side of this same place, where spiritual

forces of evil exist. This is where we will struggle spiritually with these forces and fight
our spiritual warfare (Ephesians 6:12). As flesh-and-blood humans, we have very little
understanding of the spirit world. What we do know is this: It does exist. It is a place
where we should have full access to the spiritual weapons God has provided for us.
And even though there is a war waging there, God has seated us there for the purpose
of showing the incomparable riches of His grace, expressed in His kindness to us in

Christ Jesus (Ephesians 2:6-7).
