It appears as though the
apostles had no direction. At first, they did not believe in Jesus’ resurrection,
however, at this is point, Jesus had met with them twice. He showed them evidence
and then commissioned them with authority over His Kingdom. One would think that
after these events, the apostles would be very much on the task at hand.

The term “gone fishing” has taken on meanings that have nothing to do with fishing.
Out to lunch, on vacation, relaxing, and taking a break come to mind. | wonder what
Peter was thinking. It was as if he was getting back to his normal routine before he
ever knew Jesus. He was acting like a man without a purpose. Fishing was his
occupation. And so, he started fishing. Fishing was just something that he knew to do.

Jesus, of course, learns of this and intervenes. He goes to Peter and the rest of the

apostles who were aimlessly fishing. Jesus reprimands Peter. He and Peter had many
things to discuss. Jesus had great and impactful plans for Peter. He encouraged Peter
to get back to the business at hand. He reminded him that his new task was to “feed
Jesus’ sheep” (John 21:15-17).

Sometimes, we tend to get off task. Serving God, living a life that glorifies God, and
sharing the good news of Jesus is our task. We can do these things and still have
other things in our lives. This is called living life. However, Jesus teaches Peter and us
that our task is living life in a way that glorifies God.
