THE BIBLE SAYS…        

APOSTLE PAUL SAID… “Be imitators of me, as I am of Christ” (1 Corinthians 11:1). “Of the 

Imitation of Christ” is the title of a book that was published in the Netherlands in the early 

fifteenth century. The book’s theme is set forth in the opening paragraph: “By the words of 

Christ we are taught to imitate His life and habits, if we wish to be truly enlightened and free 

from all blindness of heart. Let our chief effort, therefore, be to study the life of Jesus Christ. 

Whoever wishes to understand fully the words of Christ must try to pattern his whole life on 

the mind of Christ.” This little book and the basic idea behind it inspired a movement. Its 

popularity was immediate. In 1650, no book had been translated into more languages, apart 

from the Bible itself.

The call to imitate Christ is a simple yet profound idea that has resonated with people 
throughout the ages. It is the essence of being a Christian, a disciple of Jesus. A disciple is one 
who sits at the feet of a rabbi learning from him, following him, and seeking to become like 
him. Jesus invites us to take up His yoke and learn from Him (Matthew 11:29). He invites all to 
deny themselves and follow Him (Matthew 16:24). Jesus never said it would be easy to follow 
Him. On the contrary, He taught that it would be difficult. We do not get to decide what it 
means to follow him. Imitating Christ must not be based on a feeling, or a general notion, or 
“cherry picking” those aspects of His life that we like while avoiding those that make us 
uncomfortable. To learn all the aspects of imitating Christ we must pay close attention to His 
Word. We will find that no matter the cost, finding and following Jesus is worth it all.
