The Bible Says

Apostle Paul said, “Know then that it is those of faith who are the sons of 
Abraham” (Galatians 3:7). Throughout the New Testament, we see that being 
physical descendants of Abraham, although culturally important, counts 
nothing for eternity. John the Baptist taught that no longer could the Jews lean 
on the fact that their blessings were the result of being descendants of 
Abraham. In response to Jesus’ teaching in John 8, they said, “Abraham is our 
father.” Jesus then replied, “If you were Abraham’s children, you would be 
doing the works Abraham did,” and that they were actually behaving as if they 
were children of the devil. This prevalent teaching is that the true test of 
lineage is imitating the deeds of the father.

Abraham is especially known for his unwavering faith, as displayed when he 
was asked to sacrifice his son, Isaac. He is so well known for this that the Bible 
calls him the “Father of faith.” Paul explains in Romans 9, that those who have 
faith like Abraham are made righteous before God, just as Abraham was. And 
just as his physical lineage were once those who were blessed by God, now it 
is those of the spiritual lineage of the Father of faith, who are blessed by God. 
Those with faith in God, no matter what their physical lineage is, are included 
as spiritual “children of Abraham.”

There was a time when only the descendants of Abraham were heirs to the 
promised blessing. Now, in Christ, all who faithfully imitate the traits of Christ 
are heirs of every spiritual blessing. As Paul writes in Galatians 3:26-29, “So in 
Christ Jesus you are all children of God through faith, because all of you who 
were baptized into Christ have clothed yourselves with Christ…for you are all 
one in Christ Jesus. If you belong to Christ, then you are Abraham’s seed, and 
heirs according to the promise.” God had promised Abraham that “all peoples 
on earth will be blessed through you.” By the coming of Jesus Christ, through 
Abraham’s seed, this promise is fulfilled.
