The Bible Says

Jesus said, ““Whoever does God’s will is my brother and sister and mother” (Mark 
3:35). It is important to know God’s will. Jesus said that His true relations are those 
who know and do the Father’s will. In the parable of the two sons, Jesus rebukes the 
chief priests and elders for failing to do the will of the Father; specifically, they “did 
not repent and believe” (Matthew 21:32). At its most basic, the will of God is to 
accept His offer of salvation, which means to obey the Gospel. Then God adds us to 
His church. We see the original foundational example of this when the first Gospel 
sermon was preached by Apostle Peter. Those who believed the gospel message 
repented and were baptized for the repentance of their sins as instructed by Peter in 
Acts 2:22-47. If we have not taken that first step, then we have not yet accepted 
God’s will.

Once God has added to His church, we are made God’s children, and He desires to 
lead us in His way. God is not trying to hide His will from us; He wants to reveal it. In 
fact, He has given us many directions in His Word. God’s will is knowable and 
provable. Romans 12:2 says, “Do not conform any longer to the pattern of this world, 
but be transformed by the renewing of your mind. Then you will be able to test and 
approve what God’s will is—His good, pleasing, and perfect will.” God allows us to 
make decisions. These decisions should align with God’s will revealed in the Bible. Is it 
as simple as doing what the Bible tells us to do and not doing what the Bible tells us 
to not do? Jesus said it is.  Matthew 7:24-27 "Everyone then who hears these words 
of mine and does them will be like a wise man who built his house on the rock…And 
everyone who hears these words of mine and does not do them will be like a foolish 
man who built his house on the sand.” One will stand and one will fall.
